SUBJECT: ENTRY INTO “STERILE AREAS” OF THE HONOLULU INTERNATIONAL
AIRPORT

Effective Thursday, April 3, 2003, airport employees, who conduct their business within the -
sterile areas of the Honolulu International Airport, will NOT be allowed through the passenger
screening checkpoints unless properly displaying a Honolulu International Airport AOA Badge
or Sterile Area Badge.

For clarification purposes, all other badges i.e. company identification, airport issued greeting
service badges, merchandise delivery badges, baggage pick up and delivery badges, commercial
photography badges and porter service badges will NO LONGER be allowed through the
passenger screening checkpoints.

Vendors, not holding an airport issued AOA or Sterile Area Badge, servicing airport tenants
within the sterile areas of the airport must seek the assistance of the tenant of the airport. The
option of allowing security cleared airport tenants sign in and escort vendors into the sterile area,
thru the screening checkpoints, is still available however, we encourage airport tenants to
schedule appointments away from peak passenger activity as unbadged vendors are required to
undergo a thorough check by screeners of the Transportation Security Administration. This
creates for longer processing times creating delays for the vendor as well as our visitors.

Unescorted vendors without an AOA Badge or Sterile Area Badge will NOT be allowed through
the passenger screening checkpoints. Airport tenants, i.e. retail shops, airlines, federal and state
agencies, holding AOA Badges, must escort vendors through the screening checkpoints or by-
pass the security checkpoints by providing “escort only” badges ( “escort only” badges are issued
to AOA Badge holders only) and maintain constant supervision of vendor while in the sterile
area.
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This procedure is necessary to provide the Transportation Security Administration with
additional assurance that unescorted airport employees, who perform their duties in the sterile
areas of the airport, have undergone proper security clearance.

Personnel who have undergone fingerprinting via the Airport Pass and 1.D. Office and have not

yet received their AOA or Sterile Area badges should contact the Airport Pass and LD. Office, at
836-6427, for status.
